(d) the location of atransmitter station, when applicable, and the
specific geographical ares to which the broadcast may be made.

(4) The Commission may, in respect of any particular broadcasting
licence, and after giving the licence holder an opportunity to make
written representions to the Commission in that behalf, amend any, of

(5) Any person aggrieved by a decision of the Commission granting
or refusing an application may appeal to the minister in the form and
manner to be prescribed in regulations.

(c) ta encourage the development of Tanzanian and African expres-
sion by providing awide range of programming that reflects Tan-
zanian and African attitudes, opinions, ideas, values and artistic
creativity by displaying Tanzanian and Africa cultures and enter-
tainment programmes,

(d) to serve the needs 'and interests and reflect the circumstances

and aspirations of Tanzaniamen, women and children in a demo-
cratic Tanzania society,

(e) to produce and maintain programmes of high standards;

(f) to make maximum use of Tanzanian creative and other resources
in the creation and presentation of programming;

(g) to limit advertisements to a maximum of 30 percent of the total
dally broadcasting time;

(h) to contribute through programming to shared national conscious-
ness, identity and continuity.

(i) to provide programming that caters for culture arts, sports and
education pertaining to Tanzania and Africa.

(j) to comply with generally accepted standards of journaligtic ethics,
in the editing Of any programme to be broadcast as formulated
in, the Code of Conduct for the Media, Professions;

() to keep and store sound and video recordings of all Programmes
broadcast for aminimum period of three, months after the date
of transmission of the broadcast, or for such further period as
the Commission may direct;

(1) to disclose the name of the producer of every programme at the
end of transmission of a programme;

(m) to respect copyright. and neighboring rights obligationsin re-

spect of any broadcast material.

(3) Notwithstanding subsection (2), no order of forfeiture shall be
made if it is proved that the broadcasting apparatus in question is not
owned by the person so convicted and it the owner provesthat he did
not have any knowledge of the unlawful use of the apparatus by the
person so convicted and could not have reasonably prevented such use.

25.-(1) The Minister or any person authorised by the Minister may
by order under his hand require any licence holder to broadcast forthwith
or within or at any time and in any manner specified, any announcement
which asits content any matter which the Minister deemsto bein the
interest of national security or in the public interest.

(@) achairman who shall be appointed by the President;

() not less than six nor more that eight other members appointed by the Minister.

(2) The members of the Board shall elect from amongst their number a person who
séhall be Vice-Chairman and shall hold office for so long as lie remains amember of the
ommission.

_2.(1) A person shall not be eligible for appointment as a member of the Commission Oudificar

if he N . tions for
(@) isnot acitizen of Tanzania; appint-
ment

(b) isan undischarged bankrupt;
(c) has previously been convicted of an offence involving moral turpitude or for which
he was sentenced to imprisonment for aterm of six months or more.

(2) Three of the members shall be appointed from amongst representatives of the fre-
quency management office, major users of broadcasting frequencies and technical, scientific
and research ingtitutions.

3. (1) A member shall, unless his appointment is sooner determined by the appointi n% Tenure of
authority, or he otherwise ceases to be a member, hold office for stch period asthe  office
appointing authority may specify in his appointment.
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(2) Where a person is a member by virtue of his holding some other office he shail
cease to be a member upon his ceasing to hold that other office.

(3) The Minister shall , appointing the first members, appoint three of them for a period
of two years only; when they shall be eligible for reappointment for a period of three years,

(4) Any member may at any time resign his office by giving notice in writing to the
appointing authority and from the date specified in the noticé or, if no date is specified,
from the date of receipt of the notice by the appointing authority, he shall cease to be a
member. '

4. The Registrar of the Commission appointed under section 8 shall be the Secretary
of the Commission. ' '

5. If amember is unable for any reason to attend a meeting, the body or the organisation
which he represents may, in writing, nominate another person in his place for the purpose
of that meeting.

6. Where any member ceases to be a member for any reason before the expiration of
his term of office, the appointing authority shall appoint another person in his place and
the person so appointed shall hold office for the remainder of the term of office of his
predecessor.

7.—(1} The Commission shall meet at least four times in every year at such times and
places as may be determined by the Chairman. '

(2) A simple majority of the members shall constitute a quorum for any meeting of
the Commission, save that the quordm for a meeting at which the Commission is to
determine an application for a broadcasting licence shall be not less than two-thirds of
the members of the Commission as then constituted.

(3) The Chairman or, in his absence, the Vice-Chairman shall preside at all meetings
of the Commission.

(4) Notwithstanding subparagraph (1), where the Chairman so directs, a decision may
be made by the commission without a meeting by circulation of the relevant papers among
all the members and the expression in writing of their views, but any member shall be
entitled to require that any such decision shall be deferred until the subject matter shall
be considered at a meeting of the Commission. '

8. Minutes in proper form of each meeting of the Commission shall be kept and shall
be confirmed by. the Commission at the next meeting and signed by the Chairman of the
meeting.

9. A member of the Commission shall be paid such allowances and other terms as may
be determined by the Minister upon advice of the Commission.

10. Subject to this Schedule the Commission may regulate its own proceedings.
